Flight release shall be obtained in accordance with the requirements of CAPR 60-1 requirements.
All flights will be preceded by a pilot/aircrew briefing, completion of the CAP Aviation Operational Risk Management matrix and Weight and Balance form and a complete aircraft preflight.  On completion of the flight the pilot will complete the information required on the flight profile, complete all sortie information in WMIRS, update the e104 and upload the ORM matrix, W&B form, and fuel receipt.
