CIVIL AIR PATROL AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT


CAPR 66-1, dated 14 September 2015 is supplemented as follows:

7.8. Added. Routine Tire Pressure Checks. Aircraft tire pressure will be measured with a gauge within seven days of the flight. A form for recording actual readings, NYWF 66-Aircraft Tire Pressure Log (Attachment 1) will be placed as the first page in each aircraft information file (AIF). No flight will be initiated until the tire pressures have been measured, and brought within limits if needed, within the prior seven days. If any visual inspection suggests that pressures may not be proper a gauge will be used to check, adjust and record pressures.

9-5.1 Added. NY Wing Aircraft Standardized Survival Kit Contents.

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13.4 Added. When maintenance/repair is required.

13.4.1 If the aircraft is not flyable, GROUND the aircraft and post the discrepancy and serviceability of the aircraft in WIMRS.

13.4.2 Complete the online maintenance request at http://nywcap.org/Maintrqst4.htm.

13.4.3 Follow the procedures for maintenance estimates in 13.6 and 13.7 below. Phone contact with NYW/DOM at 585-233-6406 or NYW/DOA at 585-738-7148 will help to expedite the work. It will be their decision in consultation with NHQ as to whether the aircraft is fixed in place or taken to a Consolidated Maintenance Facility. Routine maintenance such as mid- cycle oil changes will be done at a local airport. All maintenance facilities working on CAP corporate aircraft must have a current insurance certificate and IRS form W9 on file with NYW/DOM and NHQ.

13.4.4 NYW/DOM or his designee will contact the maintenance facility for an appointment if not done locally.

13.4.5 NHQ reserves the right to supply any parts required.

13.4.6 All aircraft must be dropped off and picked up during business hours. If this is not possible, arrangements will need to be made with the shop.

13.4.7 Update WMIRS with the current location and status of the aircraft.

13.5. Added. Maintenance sorties.

13.5.1 An appropriately rated pilot current and qualified mission rated pilot (mission pilot or mission transport pilot) or orientation pilot. will enter the flight to the maintenance facility in WMIRS under the monthly A mission number and mission symbol A9. Ensure that “MX Aircraft Drop Off” or “MX Aircraft Pickup” is selected and the proper tail number is shown in “Tail Number  of Aircraft in MX”. The nature of the maintenance will be noted in the “Objective” section of the sortie. The objective must be as specific as possible such as 100hr/annual, IFR certification, repair xyz radio.

13.5.2 If “MX crew transport” sorties are required, the ‘Objective” section will reflect the aircraft undergoing maintenance and the reason.

13.5.3 The discrepancy list from WMIRS will be given to the shop for reference along with any additional information for clarification.

13.5.4 The pilot will verify that all items listed on the cover page of the AIF are with the aircraft when left at the maintenance facility are there when it is picked up. Items include but not limited to: control lock(s), pitot cover, cowl plugs, chocks, survival kit, covers and/or sun screens, tow bar.
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13.6. Added. Maintenance Cost Estimates.

13.6.1 If maintenance/repair is estimated to be UNDER $200.00 or is approved for local repair.

13.6.1.1 The local maintenance officer can coordinate the repair if the estimated cost is less than $200.00.
13.6.1.2 If additional items are found and/or repair cost will run over the original estimate or more than $200.00, the repair must be approved by the NYW/DOM. Notify the NYW/DOM with new cost estimate. NYW/DOM will in turn contact NHQ for the approval to continue with the repairs.
13.6.2 If maintenance/repair is estimated to be OVER $200.00, all work must be approved by NHQ.
13.6.2.1 NYW/DOM must be contacted as soon as possible by email or phone. NYW/DOM will contact NHQ and get input on the repairs.
13.6.2.2 As a general rule, if the aircraft cannot be moved, NHQ will approve the repair in place. If the aircraft can be moved, NHQ may request that it be put back together, if it was disassembled, and then taken to one of NY Wing’s consolidated maintenance shops. The investigating shop will be paid for the work performed.
13.7. Added. While maintenance/repair is in process.

13.7.1 If additional repairs need to be added to the list, contact NYW/DOM or NYW/DOA by email or phone. Consolidated Maintenance facilities normally work directly with NHQ.

13.7.2 All contact with the Consolidated Maintenance Facility is done through the NYW/DOM or his assistant. The local maintenance officer should coordinate with local shops.

13.8. Added. When maintenance/repair has been completed.

13.8. 1If grounded, the aircraft will have to be changed to mission capable in WMIRS prior to entering sorties.

13.8.2 Upon arrival at the maintenance facility the pilot will check in with the office and pick up the aircraft keys and maintenance logs.

13.8.3 For all maintenance or repairs, check the maintenance logs for the proper sign off. If the aircraft requires a test flight, the CAP pilot is allowed to fly the aircraft and do the test. Check with the mechanic for specific tests needed and what information is to be recorded. If the CAP pilot does not feel comfortable flying the test flight, the maintenance shop is allowed to make the flight per CAPR 66-1. After the flight give the information to the maintenance personnel. If satisfactory, the repairs will be signed off.

13.8.4 For a mid-cycle oil change, fill in the date and hours the oil change was done on the cover page of the Aircraft Information File (three ring binder). For all other maintenance items, the date completed must be entered on the cover page of the AIF. This information will be as recorded in the maintenance logs which must be checked for proper sign off by the service personnel.
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13.8.5 Before start up, make a list of any times and dates that may have changed i.e. pitot static, corrosion protection, annual inspection or any other item on the front of the AIF. This list must be given to the Group Maintenance Officer who will forward it to the NYW/DOM. A photo of the maintenance entries should be sent to the local maintenance officer and NYW/DOM.

13.8.6 Before the return flight a very through pre flight must be done. Use the checklist and include all screws and fasteners. Be sure to go over the discrepancy list to assure that all the repairs were completed and signed off in the maintenance logs, engine, airframe, avionics, and/or propeller. If there were any weight changes (something added or taken away) make sure the new weight and balance forms are in the aircraft. The updated weight and balance must be in the POH and a copy in the AIF. If you don’t find them check with the maintenance supervisor.

13.8.7 Upon return to base, fuel the aircraft as required and complete the sortie in WMIRS including uploading fuel receipt(s).

13.9. Added. Specific procedures for the Group Maintenance Officer.

13.9.1 Check all fuel receipts, maintenance times and dates, and the pilots’ entries in WIMRS.

13.9.2 Within WMIRS, update the aircraft maintenance record with appropriate date and Tach time for all items in the record. Clear all discrepancies closed out and update the aircraft location and status.

13.9.3 Computer generate a new front cover sheet for the AIF in the aircraft using the times and dates supplied by the pilot that returned the aircraft. Email a copy of the completed form to NYW/ DOM. If there is a weight and balance change the new weight and balance must be attached to, included in the POH and a copy added to the AIF and sent to the NYW /DOM and NYW/DOA.
